We aim to provide a structured and secure base from which young people can grow and mature into 
emotionally stable and confident adults, thereby enabling them to enjoy a level of independence that 
might otherwise have been denied to them. 
 
The team work consistently within the required boundaries, whilst drawing on each others strengths in 
order to provide the physical and emotional support needed to promote a young persons positive 
development.  We believe this in turn provides the emotional holding necessary to empower a young 
person to make positive choices. 
 
We recognise the lack of choices young people have had in their care career, and our commitment to 
involving all young people in the decision making process that affect their lives, assisted by a staff team

We hope to achieve a level of flexibility that can meet the varied requirements of a modern multi-cultural 
society. 
 
Following a 2-week assessment in the Lodge Scotland, the young person will move into Eucalyptus Grove 
which comprises of two separate homes with adjoining rooms, linking one home to the other on both 
levels.  This creates the unique surround of two homes with separate living facilities but shared common 
rooms / areas for young people who have had, or are having, problems integrating.  It is a rare 
opportunity to live in an extremely supported environment with a high staffing ration of 2:1, and a gradual 
introduction to full integration.  They will receive the primary care needed, learn about daily living 
routines, access the varied vocational.

We aim to monitor our own standards of practice, and we therefore 
positively encourage any input from Residents, their parents / carers, 
Social Workers and Local Authority Placement officers in any area where 
it is felt that more clarity or emphasis should be placed. 
We welcome visits from prospective Residents, their families, Social 
Workers and representatives from Local Authorities. 
As stated above, our original concept was in supporting the 16+ age 
group in their move from the care environment to independence.  
However, a considerable need has been identified for supportive facilities 
for the 11+ age group; we are confident that our facilities and services 
can address the needs of this client group by offering resources for 1 
and/or 2 young people, in each of our units.  

Anderida Adolescent Care was estab-
lished as a semi-independence resource 
for the 16+ age group.  In revising this 
statement of purpose and function of our 
individual support units, it is hoped that 
this will give a clearer outline of our aims 
and objectives to users and providers of 
the service.   
It is intended that this be used as a 
working document which can be added 
to and amended as we grow and develop 
as an organisation, which strives to meet 
the needs of the individual young men 
and women in the Units and for those 
who move on, whether to independent 
accommodation or to return to their 
home area.
